Katlin was a State qualifier in the 100 Meter
Hurdles. Katlin currently holds the Elgin High School
records in the 100 Meter Hurdles, the 300 Meter Hurdles,
and the Long Jump. She had won the MOAC Long Jump
competition the last four years. Katlin was recently named
as the MOAC Female Track Athlete of the Year at the
MOAC Spring Sports Banquet. Some of Katlin’s Track
statistics consist of: 1% Place in the Long Jump, 110
Hurdles, and 300 Hurdles at the Marion County Track
Meet, Mt. Gilead Invitational, and MOAC Track Meet. In
the District Track Meet, she placed 4" in the Long Jump,
2" in the 110 Hurdles, and 5" in the 300 Hurdles. In the
Regional Track Meet, she placed 6" in the Long Jump and
4™ in the 110 Hurdles.
